- Report lllegal Fireworks: If you witness the illegal discharge of fireworks, call (425)407-3999. Reserve 911 calls forimmediate threats to life or
property.

- Legal Discharge Times: Fireworks can only be discharged in legal areas of unincorporated Snohomish County on July 4 from 9 AM to 11:59 PM.
Remember, fireworks are banned in unincorporated southwest Snohomish County.

- Observe the Law: It is illegal to discharge fireworks before or after the Fourth of July.Let’s work together to celebrate this 4th of July safely and
responsibly!

In Snohomish County, it is always illegal to:

Discharge Fireworks in Certain Cities

Discharge Fireworks in Parks: This applies to all Washington State Parks and Snohomish County Parks.

Discharge Fireworks on Federal Land: Including land managed by the Department of Natural Resources and the U.S. Forest Service.
Discharge Fireworks on Public Property: Such as public streets, sidewalks, parking lots, or school property.

Discharge Fireworks on Private Property without Permission: And from private property onto public property.

Possess or Discharge lllegal Fireworks: This includes firecrackers, rockets, M-80s, dynamite, and all homemade fireworks.
