Friendly reminder that fireworks are not allowed in Constitution Park Family Housing, but there are some great
fireworks shows happening nearby:

MAINTENANCE TIPS

Keep your Lawn Looking Great with
Simple Routine Maintenance

As a resident, you’re responsible for maintaining your fenced-in
backyard. Here’s how to keep it in top shape.

Mowing: Residents are responsible for mowing the grass in the
fenced backyard. Keep the grass at a height of 2 inches but no
taller than 5 inches.
Raking: Rake grass and leaves regularly to ensure your lawn
remains neat and healthy.
Weeding: Regular weeding of the lawn and along the fence
areas is required to prevent overgrowth.

Watering: Residents are responsible for watering their lawns.
